AN EXAMPLE OF BUILDING IN AN INDUSTRIAL ENVIRONMENT

Inside Udine’s province, in the middle of the Friuli’s plain, it rises a peculiar and unique town, Torviscosa.
Historians of architecture and city planning have defined it as a ‘city of foundation’ to underline the peculiarity, in the Italian urban context, of this type of building that had characterized all the buildings: the fascist regime.
When we talk about Torviscosa we report to a big Italian firm, Snia Viscosa, that in 1937 chose this place to build an important agricultural and industrial settlement to produce vegetable fibres to extract cellulose.
The main character was Franco Marinotti, Snia’s Chief executive officer. Eclectic man and energetic business man, Marinotti decided all the industrial and financial plans of action, he chose the architect who would have planned the new city and the artists who would have made it rich of monuments. 
It all came true in the same date, with the reclamation of the marshes which had started in 1927, in an historical age called autarchy.
